STATUS: This Service Bulletin is cautionary regarding possible fuel leakage from the (Fuel System)

Header Tank located behind the LH/pilot’s side kick panel on the diagonal-mounted fuselage
tube/ref. #30/Ref. drawing 5745X. Concerns are fuel leakage and fumes migrating into the
cockpit/cabin area of the aircraft.

CKGROUND: This Service Bulletin is prompted by a report received by Maule.

COMPLIANCE: Compliance with this Service Bulletin is recommended before further flight.

ACTION TO BE TAKEN AND PROCEDURES FOR INSTALLATION:

1.

A service modification kit, provided for each affected aircraft, contains all the necessary re-
placement fittings, 1/8” dia. copper tubing (for vent line), 3/16” clear vinyl tubing (vent line
sleeve) and cable ties. Also included in the service modification kit are Maule Ref. Drawings
S745X, 5092X/ref. ltem (70) only, and 2003X, Sheet 5/ref. ltem (63) only. Drawing 5745X is to
be used as the primary installation guide, with Drawings 5092X and 2003X, Sheet 5 to be used
in regard to the specific reference items mentioned and these only.

Drain main fuel tank(s) through the (2) two drain valves located on the LH bottom side of the
forward fuselage airframe.

Remove the LH Kick Panel located on the pilot's side-lower interior.

Inspect the existing Header Tank for “bulging” end caps (plates). Note: If tank end caps are
bulged, replace Header Tank. Contact the factory (Maule Air, Inc.) for information on a replace-
ment Header Tank.

Remove LH wing root fairing, seal tape, and insulation. Open LH main fuel tank access cover.
Remove flair fitting on main tank aft vent line and replace with new modified ltem (63) 90° elbow,
and Item (1) 1/8T x 1/16MPT 90° elbow, both of which are supplied with the service modification
kit and referenced on Maule Drawing 5745X.

Remove LH forward doorpost molding to access routing of ltem (3) copper tubing.
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
